Two 16 minute halves, with the clock stopping on all shooting free throws and the last 5 minutes of each half on all whistles, will be played for all grades and divisions.

Three time outs per team per game.

Five minutes for half time break.

Ten minutes pre-game warm-up if time allows.

Intermediate size ball will be used for all grades.

*
We will use the three point circle at the gyms that have the circle.

*
We will use the alternating jump ball throughout the tournament.

All overtimes will be 2 minutes in length with one time out per team for each overtime period.

For all grade levels – we do not restrict the type of defense used.  (Teams may full court press to a 15 point lead).

Technical Fouls will be automatic 2 points and the ball back.
